German technology  
providers are still unclear about the current 
situation and framework conditions on South-
East Asian renewable energy markets. They are 
hesitant to take the step into the region. This  
is where the ‘renewables – Made in Germany’ 
initiative comes in.

It is responsible for organising business trips and trips for  

delegations visiting Germany. Capacity development and policy 

advisory services complement the range of services offered.
